
1. Be punctual.  This is mounted and ready to ride at the nominated time

2. On arrival & before embarking on the ride, please ensure you have filled in the required Emergency Contact Details form.  This is necessary to meet the HRCAV regulations and insurance and so that we know who to contact in case of an emergency


3. Always keep up with the group so that you do not get left straggling behind; do not take your own route
4. If you are unsure of any matter or require assistance, please ask the ride leader
5. Always obey instructions from the ride leader
6. Never pass or ride in front of the ride leader unless requested to do so and never take off at speed in front of the rest of the ride
7. Do not ride too close to the horse in front of you – you should be able to see the hocks of the horse in front
8. Do not pass the horse in front of you without asking the rider and do not pass at a faster pace

9. If your horse has been known to kick, a red tail ribbon must be worn
10. When “halt” or “stop” is called, stop immediately and wait for further instruction

11. Leave all gates as found unless directed otherwise by the ride leader and please pass on any instructions to riders either in front or behind you
12.  Do not leave the group without notifying the ride leader
13. Always be patient and willing to assist others

14. While out, please respect the environment by staying on the trails and do not litter
